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Reflections on a Psalmé (The musings of a priest) 
 

Over the last few weeks, Iôve been reflecting on the joint PCC Away Day between 
Stranton and St Lukeôs PCCs as we look for fresh energy and a renewed vision for 
both parishes; and as Iôve been reflecting, Iôve been struck by the opening verses 
of Psalm 127. 
Unless the Lord builds the house, the builders labour in vain. 
Unless the Lord watches over the city, the guards stand watch in vain. 
In vain you rise early and stay up late, 
Toiling for food to eat ï for he grants sleep to those he loves. 
 

As we seek renewed vision, whose vision is it that we seek?  Whose eyes are we 
using?  Are we simply seeking through our own limited vision that canôt see beyond 
the horizon, that canôt see into the future?  Or are we using Godôs eyes?  Are we 
turning to him as we wake and as we sleep, searching out his will for his churches 
here in Hartlepool?  Are we looking only at what we alone can see in our own 
strength with our own limited vision?  Or are we allowing God to help us think big, 
dream big, and go big? 
 

The Psalm says, unless the Lord builds the house, the builders labour in vain.  In 
other words, all the hard work in the world is futile unless itôs God and his will that 
we rely on.  Proverbs 3 tells us to ñTrust in the Lord with all your heart and lean not 
on your own understanding; in all your ways submit to him, and he will make your 
paths straight.ò 
 

Are we trusting in God as we seek new vision, new purpose, new direction?  Are 
we relying on God as we seek to grow deeper in our relationship with him, as we 
seek reach out into our communities and witness the good news of Christ?  Are we 
discerning the Spiritôs will for us as we look to grow in numbers, as we look to grow 
younger, as we look to welcome more people through our doors? 
 

The prophet Jeremiah writes: ñThis is what the Lord says: óStand at the crossroads 
and look; ask for the ancient paths, ask where the good way is, and walk in it, and 
you will find rest for your souls.ôò (Jer 6:16) 
 

Both the Psalm and the Prophecy tell us that when we turn to God, when we seek 
his guidance, when we stand at the crossroads and look, discerning his path, and 
then walking in it, we will find rest for our souls.  Itôs Godôs path we need to seek, 
and when we find it, we need to walk in it, for then he grants sleep to those he 
loves.  But if we strive to do things only in our own strength, then in vain we get up 
early and stay up late, in vain we burn the candle at both ends.  We burn out, we 
exhaust ourselves, and we become ineffective. 
 

So, as we seek renewed vision, I encourage each and every one of you to pray into 
Godôs will for our parishes ï our churches and our communities, and all who live 
among us.  Ask for his guidance, and if you hear God speaking to you, if you 
receive any pictures or words of wisdom, then please come and share them with a 
member of the team, as we continue to look ahead to Godôs will and the future he 
has in store for us.

I know I have spoken before about how God must chuckle and smile at us when we 
make our plans for each day, diary upcoming events and organise our lives in 
detail, usually without consulting Himé 
Well, that was just what I did, but God had very different ideas to mine.  
 

My usual early morning video call to my daughter in Scotland was abruptly curtailed 
when her house cat escaped out of an open window. Ten minutes later my 
daughter was sobbing that she had fallen off the side of her back door-steps and it 
seemed as if she had broken a bone, a friend was coming to take her to A&E and 
would I be able to come to look after her and her sons if I was needed? She was 
right, she had broken her foot, was in a plaster cast and would need surgery to pin 
the bones and she was hobbling around on crutches unable to do any everyday 
tasks. 
 

I immediately set about reorganising everything that was on my calendar and in my 
diary ï grandson school pick-ups, work in schools, helping with the Craft Fair, 
reading in church, meetings, volunteering work and much more. I then had to 
reorganise my medications to have enough for several weeks away, contact 
various people to take over roles, bring forward replacing my new car tyres ï the 
list seemed endless! But within 48 hours I was safely at my daughterôs despite 
never having driven the full journey on my own before.  
 

My days are very busy cooking, washing, cleaning, hospital trips, helping sort out 
the house, taking children to after school clubs and animal care (yes, the lost cat 
was found!), plus trying to coordinate and organise Signpost long distance and 
survive my cat allergy symptoms! 
 

Being on call 24/7 is very hard work as Iôm not as young as I was and have quite 
got used to a sitting and óreading/relaxingô session during the day! However, there 
are compensations such as being woken by the sound of skeins of geese flying 
over the house on the way to their morning feeding grounds, the lambs in the fields, 
witnessing the start of spring again (we are about two weeks behind Hartlepool 
here), eyeballing an adult doe which appeared in front of my car from under a 
barrier as dusk fell, spending Mum and Daughter time and time with our oldest 
grandsons and enjoying cuddles as we read Harry Potter, the view from the kitchen 
window of the hills, drives along the coast of the Moray Firth watching waves crash 
over the rock stacks and into the cliffs and learning my way around the local area 
plus understanding more of the local accent.  I have also been attending the local 
Church of Scotland kirk where I have been made very welcome and where I have 
found peace and rest in the prayers and, even, in the very old traditional music.  
 

It may not be how I was expecting to spend March and probably some of April, but I 
feel thankful and blessed to have been able to come, to help and to receive so 
many gifts from God along the way knowing He is always with meé  
Christ with me, Christ before me, Christ behind me, Christ in me, 
Christ beneath me, Christ above me, Christ on my right, Christ on my left, 
Christ when I lie down, Christ when I sit down, Christ when I arise, 
Christ in the heart of every man who thinks of me,  
Christ in the mouth of everyone who speaks of me, 
Christ in every eye that sees me, Christ in every ear that hears me.

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Walls 
 

I love walking in the Dales and looking across the amazing patchwork 
of quilt-like fields. 
Each field has a beautifully crafted drystone wall as its border. 
Drystone walls intrigue me. They have no cement to hold them 
together. 
Yet a well-made wall can last up to 100 or 150 years. 
The builder starts with a good foundation, then chooses flat, wide 
stones and small stones to fill up the gaps. I found out that this 
technique is called hearting. 
 
I started thinking about walls in general. A brick wall is solid and 
immovable, with each brick identical to the others. Whereas a drystone 
wall can be dismantled and rebuilt, even moved to another part of the 
field if required. 
I like how the drystone wall is made up of stones of all shapes and 
sizes. 
Each one is packed together, all needing each other to fulfil its purpose.  
Walls are boundaries. They keep animals safely in their fields and keep 
predators out. 
In life, we need boundaries to keep ourselves safe.  
If we build brick walls around ourselves, we can end up trapped. 
We may miss out on beautiful connections because we won't let people 
close to us.  
We may even build a spiritual brick wall, preventing God from doing the 
work inside us that needs to be addressed. 
 
A drystone wall depicts community. We were created to be together, to 
include one another, and to accept one another's differences. I love that 
the word for filling the gaps in the wall with smaller stones is called 
hearting. 
How wonderful it would be if we saw someone on their own and said, 
"Come be with us", and included them in our community.  
That's called hearting and drywalling. 
 
... I will take away their stony, stubborn heart and give them a tender, 
responsive heart.

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Easter Eggs: What Is the History Behind This Tradition? 
 
Easter eggs symbolize new life and the resurrection of Jesus Christ, combining

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A favourite hymn 
 

Do you have a favourite hymn, or perhaps a number of hymns or 
worship songs which remind you of events or family connections, or 
which for no obvious reason resonate with you? There really are so 
many to choose from across a whole range of Hymnals. And your views 
may be changed from time to time as you hear a different hymn or hear 
again one which has seemed to have been lost in the mists of times 
past. I suppose to some degree it is a bit like having your own Top 
Twenty Hymn Chart. 
Back in the days of lock-down our church had a fortnightly news sheet to 
keep contact for our members with the latest news and other relevant 
matters. I occasionally submitted some thoughts on hymns and worship 
songs which I liked, but not necessarily my outright favourites. It 
generated little response which I must admit was disappointing. 
I suppose that many folk attend a church service without giving a lot of 
thought to the musical side of matters, just so long as they can have a 
good sing and that the sermon is kept to three points and twelve minutes 
duration. 
I have a fairly comprehensive collection of hymnals including some 
containing the old American Mission songs including a Sankey and 
Moody collection. It gives me a lot of pleasure in leafing through these to 
see if I can find something new or different and appealing. 
A recent service at our local Methodist Church was taken by the 
Stewards in what is known as a Local Arrangement, when there is no 
Ordained Minister or accredited Local Preacher available to take the 
service. This can often throw up some interestingly different styles of 
Sunday morning worship. In this particular service we were asked, well 
beforehand if there was a particular hymn or song which we would like, 
and from the suggestions a very interesting act of worship took place. 
My choice was for number 409 from Singing the Faith, Let us build a 
house where love can dwell. 
This is the hymn which we chose for the start of Nickôs (our youngest 
son) and later,my wife Janeôs funeral services. The words I believe 
epitomised our whole philosophy in the manner in which we tried to live 
our married life. This was written by an American Evangelist Marty 
Haugen. 
I will set out the first two lines of each verse, and for your homework you 
can then perhaps look up the full set of words, follow our story and see 
how the words fit. 
V1é  Let us build a house where love can dwell, and all can safely live. 
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V2é  Let us build a house where prophets speak, and words are strong 
and true 
V3é  Let us build a house where love is found, In water, wine and 
wheat 
V4é  Let us build a house where hands will reach, beyond the wood 
and stone 
V5é  Let us build a house where all are named, their songs and visions 
heard. 
Each verse takes a particular aspect of the past 54 years, starting with 
the physical side of actually building our house in Bradford on Avon, and 
making it a welcome place for all. 
Ours was OPEN HOUSE for the family and all their friends, a gathering 
place, a friendly place, where they all built and lived out their dreams. 
Ours was a house where we nurtured them and encouraged them to 
lead a Christian life, and although they all fell by the wayside at times, 
they did not relinquish their solid Christian upbringing in being 
concerned for others. 
Ours was a house where all were always welcome and could be certain 
of finding hospitality for all manner of occasions. It may have been for a 
Choir Social event, birthday and Christmas parties and throughout the 
year the gathering of our boysô friends ï we never ran out of orange 
squash and biscuits, but at times it was a close run thing. 
Our house was the centre of activities for our links with local 
organisations; committee meetings for the WI, committee meetings for 
the Lions Club, and our links with the town were centred around our 
home life in our service to the community. 
And ours was a house of love, not only to our family but to anyone in 
need of support and a comforting word. 
A truly relevant song or hymn reflecting on our lives together, despite 
the numerous difficulties encountered from time to time on the journey. 
Sadly, twenty three years ago when the family had grown up and moved 
out, the house became too large and we moved to something a little 
more manageable, but still maintaining that Ethos engendered in the 
original family home.

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New archbishop to walk from London to Canterbury 
 

 

The new Archbishop of Canterbury will embark on a six-day 
pilgrimage to prepare for her installation service. 
 

Dame Sarah Mullally, along with her husband Eamonn, will walk the 
140km (87 mile) route from St Paul's Cathedral in London to Canterbury 
Cathedral before the service on 25 March. 
It is the first time in modern history that an Archbishop of Canterbury has 
undertaken a pilgrimage of this nature in the lead-up to their installation. 
While walking the Becket Way, her group will join prayer services at 
churches, cathedrals and abbeys, as well as meeting with other pilgrims 
and visiting schools. 
The Archbishop will walk along stretches of the Thames Path, the Via 
Britannica and the Augustine Camino, which is the pilgrimage route 
celebrating the conversion of English-speaking people to Christianity. 
Stops will include Southwark Cathedral, Aylesford Priory, the Shrine of St 
Jude in Faversham, Lesnes Abbey and Rochester Cathedral, Lambeth 
Palace says. 
 

The final stretch of the journey will see the pilgrims joined by David 
Monteith, Dean of Canterbury, and members of the Cathedral chapter to 
walk from the village of Chartham to Canterbury, arriving in time for 
evensong on Sunday, 22 March. 
The group will also give out prayer cards featuring a prayer written by 
pupils from The Archbishop's School in Canterbury. 
 

'Reflecting on this tradition' 
Dame Sarah said: "As I prepare for my installation at Canterbury 
Cathedral, it feels deeply humbling to be following in the footsteps of 
those who have walked this ancient route. For centuries, faithful pilgrims 
have flocked to Canterbury, and I will be reflecting on this tradition as we 
make our way through the Kent countryside and its towns and cities. I'm 
looking forward to visiting local churches, cathedrals and holy sites along 
the route - and to meeting people, praying with them and hearing their 
stories."

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Nursing the Churchô ð NT Wright on the Historic Rise of the Church 
of Englandôs First Female Archbishop 

 
Why Former Bishop Says Sarah Mullally is the Leader the Anglican 
Communion Needs Now 
 

As the bells of Canterbury Cathedral prepare to ring out this Wednesday, 
March 25, for the historic installation of Sarah Mullally as the 106th 
Archbishop of Canterbury, the global Anglican Communion finds itself at 
a defining crossroads. 
For the first time in 1,400 years, a woman will occupy the seat of St. 
Augustine. Itôs a move New Testament scholar ð and former Bishop of 
Durham ð N.T. Wright describes as a ñthankless taskò that will require 
the Most Reverend Mullally to ñnurseò a fractured church. 
Mullally was chosen to succeed Justin Welby, who resigned in late 
2024 ñafter facing increasing pressure to stand down over his failure to 
reportò a prolific child abuser, according to the BBC. 
In an exclusive interview with Faithfully Magazine ahead of the 
installation, Wright offered a candid assessment of the challenges facing 
Mullally, who closed out her tenure as Bishop of London. While Wright 
has long been a vocal proponent of womenôs ordination, his most 
provocative remarks centred on the sheer weight of the office she is 
about to inherit. 
 

Perhaps most notable was Wrightôs reflection on Mullallyôs professional 
background. Before her calling to the priesthood, Mullally served as the 
Chief Nursing Officer for England and was the youngest person ever 
appointed to the post. Wright suggested that this unique history ð which 
includes a Damehood for her contributions to nursing ð might be the 
archbishopôs greatest asset in a role currently defined by global friction. 
ñI pray for her,ò Wright said. ñShe was a senior nurse before she was 
ordainedé she will need that nursing ability to nurse the Church of 
England and the Anglican Communion in the days to come.ò
